Unlike ttexdtial
portables, there is no bucket to empty. The coratensater is evaporated and removed through theuskh
duct along with the warm exhaust air. When opegadis an air conditioner, this unit is designedsfaot
cooling or cooling a room no larger than 550 sqtieet with a standard eight foot ceiling height. &th
using this appliance, always exercise basic sgigyautions.

Other air conditioning methods are recommended wiheimndoor temperature is either below 64°F owvabo
86°F.

Before installing and using your portable air cdiotier and heater, it is important that you reas ¢lwner’s
manual carefully.

It reserves thbtrig
make technical changes without prior notice.

1. Always place the unit on a level surface.
2. The appliance shall be installed in accordance nétional wiring regulation.

3. The unit must be connected to a correctly grounmeder supply. For your safety, this unit is
grounded through the power cord plug when conndctedgrounded wall outlet. Do not use an
adapter plug or extension cord.

Do not install the unit in an area where gas leakagy occur and/or in an explosive atmosphere.
Do not apply an insecticide or any type of flamneadppray on the unit.

Confirm drainage piping is connected properly.

Do not start or stop the unit by inserting or jmgliout the power plug.

Do not operate with wet hands.

Close supervision is necessary when the unit id near children. The unit in not intended for use
by children.

10. Do not insert anything into the air outlet. Do pbstruct air inlet or outlet grills.
11. Do not expose skin or eyes directly to cool airddong period of time.

12. If an abnormal odor or smoke comes out of the aiisgonnect the unit immediately and contact a
gualified service technician. (see page 13)

13. When opening the filter cover, do not touch theahparts in the unit’s interior.

14. Do not immerse the unit in water or any type ofilij Do not use the unit in the immediate
surroundings of a bath, shower, or swimming pooin@any other steamy, wet areas.

15. When cleaning the unit, always turn the unit offl amplug the power cord.

16. Always inspect the power cord for signs of damagfete use. If the power cord is damaged, it must
be replaced by the manufacturer or a qualifiediserechnician.

17. Do not place a plant or allow a pet in the direathpof the airflow to avoid injury.

18. Do not put a stove, etc, where it would be expdsdtie direct airflow. It may affect combustion.
19. Do not sit on the unit or place anything on it.

20. Before storing, the water must be drained fromuthie and the filters cleaned.
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LCDI POWER CORD AND PLUG

This air conditioner is equipped with an LCDI (Legle Current Detection and Interruption) power cord
plug as required by US National Electric Code 480Tahis cord consists of a length of shielded fieicord
with no termination on the load side and a LCDaeliiment plug on the line side.

The LCDI power cord and plug will remove the supgpbyrce via electrical disconnect (circuit tripjtie
nominal current leakage between the cord shieldeithér load conductor exceeds a predetermineckvalu
The cord will remain de-energized until the deVias been manually reset. This is intended to rethece
risk of a fire in the power cord or combustible er&ls nearby. The cord shields are not groundedtzey
must be considered a shock hazards if exposedcdrdeshield must not be connected to ground onyo a
exposed metal.

The test and reset buttons on the LCDI Plug ard teseheck if the plug is functioning properly. fEst:

1. Plug power cord into wall outlet
2. Press TEST Button, circuit should trip, cuttp@ver to the air conditioner
3. Press RESET button for use

If a test is performed and the indicator light remsaN, current leakage has been detected. Doseothe
air conditioner or attempt to reset the LCDI PlGgntact Soleus Air Customer Service for troublesingo
recommendations.

The venting kit must be installed in order for the unit to
work correctly in the air conditioning mode. The venting
kit should not be used while the unit is heating or
fanning.

The window kit has been designed to fit into most vertical
and horizontal window openings. The window kit can also
be used in a sliding door.

1. Choose a suitable location, near a grounded electrical
outlet and a suitable window or door. Remove
packaging and locate components. (figure a)

2. Slide the exhaust connector over the discharge
opening on the back of the unit. (figure b)

3. Connect the exhaust hose to the exhaust connector,
aligning the fitted grove. (figure c)

4. Open the window or door and adjust the length of the
window kit to fit the opening. (figure d) If necessary,
mark the kit and cut one end down to properly fit the
opening. (figures e & f)

5. Attach the window kit adapter to the window kit.
(figure g)

6. Place the window kit back into the window and attach
the exhaust hose to the window kit adapter. (figures h
& i) Close the window tightly. (figure j) Your Portable
Air Conditioner is now ready to cool!

NOTE: When using the venting system, keep the exhaust
hose as straight as possible. The exhaust hose can be
shortened, but it is not recommended fto increase the
length of the exhaust hose. Do not use an extension cord
with your portable air conditioner.

When in cooling or heating mode, the desired teatpee can be selected by pressing thand U
buttons. The multi-color display flashes the terapare while it is being set. The multi-color displa
shows the set temperature when it is not in teniperaetting mode.

The multi-color display can show either Celsius Fahrenheit. Press the and U buttons
simultaneously to change the display from Celsiugahrenheit or vice versa.

To set the auto start time, press the Timer onohutintil the multi-color display shows a flashing

automatically start. To set the auto stop timespithe Timer Off button and the multi-color digpla

will show a flashing (9_’0 ", Press thd) andU buttons to change the clock to the desired time
for the unit to automatically stop. The light wilash for 3 seconds to activate the timer you
programmed.

In the diagram above, the letter “J” points to dldgustable time display. To adjust the time, PFN,
SPEED and SWING together (at the same time), thesspJP to adjust the hours, and press DOWN
to adjust the minutes.

To start horizontal oscillation, press the Swingtdmu once. /I icon will appear on the multi-color
display. To stop oscillation, press the Swing butagain. Vertical air flow direction can be adjutste
manually.
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OPERATION USING THE CONTROL PANEL

COOLING
1. Properly install the exhaust hoses.

2. Plug the power cord into a grounded outlet.
3. Turn on the unit by pressing the On/Off button lo& ¢ontrol panel.

5. Press thé&J or U buttons until the desired temperature appears@muilti-color
display. The temperature ranges fromF6188F (16C - 31C).

6. Select the fan speed by pressing the Fan button.

NOTE: During hot days, the unit will cool off the room moffiogently by setting the temperature at the
lowest and the fan speed at the highest. Reducingrigéh of the exhaust hoses, insulating the exhaust
hoses, and keeping direct sunlight to a minimum will algarove the cooling efficiency.

DEHUMIDIFYING
1. Properly install the exhaust hoses.

2. Plug the power cord into a grounded outlet.
3. Turn on the unit by pressing the On/Off button lo& ¢ontrol panel.

4. Press the Mode button until th” icon appears on the multi-color display.

NOTE: The unit operates at low fan speed during dehifiyjiid. The unit cools the room slightly
during dehumidification.

Keep the windows and the doors closed to aid ireffextiveness of the unit in removing the moisture
from the room.

NOTE: The unit will not dehumidify when the room temperature \igelothan 63F.

FANNING
1. Plug the power cord into a grounded outlet.

2. Turn on the unit by pressing the On/Off button lo& ¢ontrol panel.

3. Press the Mode button unt@” icon appears on the multi-color display.
4. Select the fan speed by pressing the Fan button.

NOTE: When the unit is running on fan mode, the exhaustshare inoperative and are not required.

HEATING
1. Plug the power cord into a grounded outlet.

2. Turn on the unit by pressing the On/Off button lo& ¢ontrol panel.

3. Press the Mode button unt?ﬁ.’%"“ icon appears on the multi-color display.

4. Press th&J or Ubutton until the desired room temperature appeatse
multi-color display. The temperature ranges frahi6 88F (16C - 31C).

5. Select the fan speed by pressing the Fan butt@rétommended to use the low
fan speed.

NOTE: When the unit is running on heating mode, the exhaust hosase required and
must be vented outside using the supplied window Kit.
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AUTO MODE
1. Properly install the exhaust hoses.

2. Plug the power cord into a grounded outlet.
3. Turn on the unit by pressing the On/Off button lo& ¢ontrol panel.

4. Press the Mode button until th@“ icon appears on the multi-color display.
5. Press the Fan button to select the fan speed.

During the Auto mode, the unit operates in heatiale when the room temperature is belowF68
The unit operates in dehumidifying mode when thentdemperature is between'68 73F. The
unit operates in cooling mode when the room tenipezas above 78. You may use the timer with
the Auto mode.

SLEEP MODE
(This mode can only be programmed from the remoierol.)
1. The air conditioner will need to be in operation.

2. Press the Sleep button. Tt & " icon appears on the multi-color display.

3. The fan motor runs at low speed.

4. When in cooling mode, the temperature will increh§eper hour during the first two hours. Then
the temperature will stay R higher than the originally set temperature ftio@rs. 6 hours later,
the unit will shut down.

5. When in heating mode, the temperature will decré@seer hour during the first two hours. Then
the temperature will stay R lower than the originally set temperature foroéifs. 6 hours latethe
unit will shut down.

6. When in dehumidify mode, the temperature will noamge.

NOTE: If the unit is turned off during cooling, dehumigliig, or heating and then restarted, there wilats
minute delay before the compressor will turn backaprolong the life of the compressor. Once thegr
recovers and the compressor restarts, the unitetiln to the original working mode.
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REMOTE CONTROL & OPERATION

The remote control provided with the unit can bedut operate the portable air conditioner. Timote
control uses 2 AAA batteries (provided). Insthi batteries before using the remote control.

The remote control can be used to do all the ojpasathat can be programmed from the control panel.

The LCD display on the remote control can showegit@elsius or Fahrenheit. Press the + and - keys
simultaneously to change the display from Celsiusahrenheit or vice versa.

WATER DRAINAGE

When the unit is in cooling mode, unwanted watexisacted from the air. Most of this water is usedool
the unit and make it run more efficiently. When thnét is used in extremely humid environments, waitid
collect in a water container at the bottom of th&.(\When the water container is full, the compoessill
stop but the fan will continue to run.

When the water container is full, the unit will pliay ‘FULL’ on the control panel until the tankesnptied.
To resume operation, empty the water containerrdeug to the following steps:

1. Turn the unit off. Do not move the unit when the@vacontainer is full.

2. Place the drain pan accessory under the drainagatibe back of the unit.

3. Remove the rubber plug from the drain hole. Thedeosate water will drain out automatically.
When the drain pan is full, replace the rubber phig the drainage hole to stop the water flow.
Empty the drain pan. Repeat until all the watesmigptied.

4. Once the water container has been emptied, refileaaeibber plug into the drain hole firmly. Do not
allow the water to drip continuously into the drpem, as it might easily overflow.
